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Who is this psychologist?

This edition of the Mystery Psychologist is an early pioneer in the field of applied psychology when  'psychology proper' was dominated by experimentalists and academics (one in the same at the time). He was a German trained professor in psychology who came to America (he was recruited by William James) and made quite a splash in the public eye, promoting psychology like no one before him. He published hundreds of magazine articles and two dozen books. This notoriety made him a frequent visitor to the White House and helped contribute to psychology's "first wave" of popularity at the start of the 20th century. While known for his early work in forensics and industrial psychology, most of DAPA members owe some debt to him for first bringing clinical psychology to public attention.
